WHAT IS LEAP
LEAP stands for Levels of Excellence Award Program.  Leap is a Levels program that allows youth members to accumulate LEAP Points throughout their Youth career, earning awards and recognition as they climb the ladder of success.  LEAP awards are earned through participation in many categories such as attending clinics, promoting the Foundation Quarter Horse by writing a newspaper article, giving a speech, or helping with fundraisers. The program is designed to recognize youth in the Foundation family for participation in youth activities even if they are not showing a horse.

LEAP awards are given for Beginners, Bronze, Silver, Gold, Platinum, and Diamond.  These awards are presented individually to the youth at the annual Banquet.  
The only requirement to participate in the LEAP Program is to be a paid member of the OKFQHR, and submit a LEAP form each year.  The form may be obtained from the OKFQHR website.

LEAP gives all youth members a way to be recognized for their participation in the OKFQHR Youth organization, it gives youth from all levels of experience and ability a chance to participate beyond riding a horse.
