Speed Clinic:  Schedule for later in the fall or next spring – Clinicians:  Neesa Smith and Sherry Jackson – Sherry will get with Neesa to discuss details

· Newsletter Charge:  Send out a email notice that the results are available on the web page – Tammie Hall has volunteered to help the rest of the year with mailing the newsletters – it was suggested that we set up an account with Quik Print – take Kinko’s costs and see if Quik Print can compare – Rick made the motion that the newsletter will be sent out without results for the rest of the year and the show bill would be sent out in a separate mailing, Lisa seconded, motion passed – Lisa made the motion that she would mail a paper copy of the newsletter for $2.00 a copy prepaid, Rick seconded, motion passed
