And The Survey Says &

As you know, we conducted a survey of the membership (the third since 2005) earlier this year
and we want to share the results with you. This article concerns the part of the survey that had to do
with shows. The results of the survey concerning the Stallion Service Auction and Super Stakes will
be summarized in a future issue of the newsletter.

We mailed a total of 221 surveys and 46 completed surveys were returned for a response rate
of 21 percent.

A majority (54 percent) of the respondents showed in at least three shows in 2008 and 78
percent of respondents said they would return to show in 2009. Sixty-seven percent of respondents
showed in an average of at least three classes in 2008.

The membership was asked what they would like to see on Friday nights before shows in
2009. The participation weighted results showed that 42 percent want clinics, 26 percent want current
classes, 16 percent want an open arena, 5 percent want jackpots and there was no response for that
guestion from 11 percent of the survey respondents.

Concerning show fees, the majority of the respondents indicated that the most they want to
pay for entry fees is $15, the most they want to pay for office fees is $10, the most they want to pay
for stalls is $25 and the most they want to pay for cattle charges is $40 for the first class and $10 for
subsequent classes.

Many positive comments were received about the club and shows, for example: "I've really
enjoyed this group.”; "I like the shows just the way they are."; "Our shows are very good."; "We have
a great club."; and "It is working great now, so don't make huge changes to anything."

There were some comments on the state of the economy and the necessity for the officers and
directors to consider this when discussing fee increases. One person commented, "The economy will
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necessitate an increase in some fees." And another said, " Please keep the fees as low as possible
while ensuring OkFQHR6s shows stay the best.”

There were several comments regarding the scheduling of the Round-Up and Review and
asking us to ensure that the conflict doesn't happen anymore. There were some other comments that
addressed FQHR issues and policies; those that an affiliate doesn't have say over such as quality of
judges, possibility of payback and criteria for certain classes.

One comment addressed a procedural issue that occurred at a show. The officers and
directors discussed this situation and have implemented a plan that will keep it from happening again.
We appreciate this situation being brought to our attention.

Thanks to all who took time to complete a survey - we appreciate your input. But please
remember that a survey is a way to gather information - it is not a vote. Please know that your officers
and directors are always interested in your ideas, whether they are asked for formally (as in a survey)
or informally presented in a conversation.

News From FOHR

New Reining Patterns
The FQHR has posted corrected reining patterns. You may print a copy by going to their website
www.fghrregistry.com or send me an email @ marilynd@profab.com and | will send you the file.
There will be a limited number of copies at the show. These new patterns are mostly just correcting
the wording of the existing patterns.

New Rulebook
The FQHR is in the process of updating the rulebook. They are trying to clarify some of the gray
areas that can be interpreted differently at times. They have not issued a release date but one of
changes that will be included will be that in Ranch Cutting the exhibitor will be required to close a gate
after penning the cow effective immediately and it will be a judged obstacle of the event. We never
have set up the gate for time reasons but the gate will be a mandatory obstacle in the Ranch Cutting.
You will need to make allowance to shut the gate before your time limit runs out.

Team Timed Events

Some of you may have heard that the OKFQHR Board passed a ruling that Team Sorting and
Two-Man Feedlot Sorting was going to be judged under the General Rules of Performance Classes
and General Rules of Equipment. This is one of the gray areas in the current rulebook as it is listed
as a timed event not a speed event. The main issue here was being able to ride aged horses with a
snaffle and use two hands to guide. We have had some judges allow it and some did not. Well, they
did pass that ruling but then we were informed that the new rulebook would classify Team Sorting and
Two-Man Feedlot Sorting as speed events for the purpose of determining the rules of allowable
equipment and will not be judged on technique. Therefore, you will be allowed to use two hands with
any bit on any horse regardless of age. As far as | have been told the categories will not change.
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OKkFOHR Rulebook Suggestions

We submitted a couple of additional changes to the current rulebook but have not been given
the results of the requests. The requests were:

1. To clarify in Working Ranch Horse that the last maneuver of roping and stopping the
cow be judged in two parts - Tracking and Rating for 0-10 pts and Roping and Stopping
for 0-5 pts.

2. To clarify in Handy Ranch Horse that executing an obstacle incorrectly as specified on
the course is a 0 score not a disqualification. To educate and specify the difference
between executing an obstacle incorrectly and being off course, which is doing the
obstacles out of course design sequence.

If the horse is five years old and younger, the number will be printed on yellow paper.

Numbers are valid for all 2009 OKFQHR shows.

Numbers are good for one show season only. If you purchased a number last year, you must
purchase it again this year.

e People who purchased numbers in 2008 will have until April 1 to order the same number this year.
On April 1 all numbers that are not purchased will be available on a first-come basis.
