mimics Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD), which
has been eradicated in the United States since
1929. Introduction of FMD into the U.S. would
have tremendous economic consequences SO
the U.S. Depart ment of
Plant Health Inspection Service (USDA-APHIS)
monitors any disease that can look similar to
FMD. The only way to distinguish VS from FMD
in livestock is through laboratory tests. Horses
are not affected by FMD.
