2008 GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING 

The 2008 OkFQHR General Membership 
Meeting will be held at the Heart of Oklahoma Expo 
Center in the concession stand area at 7:30 PM, 
Friday, October 17.  We will be conducting the 2009 
elections.  Positions being elected for 2009 are: 
President, Vice-President, Secretary/Treasurer, two 
Board Members (two-year term, 2009 & 2010), 
Banner Manager, Obstacle Manager, Equipment 
Manager, Ribbons Manager, Cattle Coordinator, 
Patterns Manager, Youth Advisory Committee 
Chairman, and Stallion Auction Committee 
Chairman. 
 The Banner Manager will be in charge of 
bringing the banners to each show. They will be 
responsible for displaying, cleaning, and storing the 
banners for the 2009 show season.  The 2008 Banner 
Manager will assist the 2009 Banner Manager in 
taking down the banners at the October 2008 show.  
The new Banner Manager will take the Banner tubs 
home from the October show. 
  The Obstacle Manager will be responsible 
for delivering the obstacle equipment to each show 
and taking them home from each show.  The current 
obstacle inventory includes landscape logs, natural 
logs, six pole bending poles, and a stationary steer.  
We will also have a bridge.  The Obstacle Manager 
will work with the Pattern Manager.  

The Equipment Manager will be responsible 
for bringing the equipment tubs to each show.  They 
will also be required to check the equipment for 
condition and keep the inventory up to date.  These 
tubs contain the cones, flag, flour, staple gun, tape 
measure, etc.  This equipment is used to fulfill the 
requirements of our classes. 
  The Ribbons Manager will be responsible for 
bringing the ribbons to each show and storing them 
between shows.  Additional duties will include 
maintaining the ribbon inventory and advising the 
Secretary/Treasurer of ribbon orders in ample to time 
to have ribbons for all the classes at the show. 
  The Cattle Coordinator will be responsible 
for separating, numbering, and getting the cattle to the 
arena as needed for each event.  The Cattle 
Coordinator will be in charge of inspecting the cattle 
upon delivery and pickup.  The Cattle Coordinator is 
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also responsible for feeding and watering the cattle 
and for recruiting additional volunteers as needed. 
  The Patterns Manager will be responsible 
for designing the In-Hand and Handy Ranch Horse 
patterns for all four shows including the Three Year-
Old Handy Ranch Super Stakes class.  This manager 
will also supervise the set-up and transition of the 
patterns as well as helping remove the obstacles from 
the arena. Obstacles and patterns must follow the 
rulebook and any rulebook addendums.  Please 
remember this is a RANCH horse event. 
  The Youth Advisory Committee consists of 
a Chairman and four members.  They will advise and 
assist the Youth on their activities and fundraisers.  
The Chairman will be elected at the general meeting. 
 The 2009 Chairman will recruit his committee 
members.  The Youth Advisory Committee reports to 
the Board for final approval when deemed necessary. 
  The Stallion Auction Committee consists of 
a Chairman and four members.  The Chairman will be 
elected at the general meeting.   The 2009 Chairman 
will recruit his committee members.   They will be in 
charge of advising the Board on changes or updates to 
the stallion auction program.  They will be 
responsible for organizing the stallion auction.  They 
will assist in the Super Stakes classes management.  
Decisions to be approved by the Board will be sent to 
the Stallion Auction Committee for suggested action 
when situations concerning the stallion auction arise. 
 After the elections we will discuss how to 
improve our club and shows.  Your input is needed 
and the Officers and Directors will consider your 
suggestions when making decisions.
